[bookmark: _GoBack]Instruction to schedule JPK Transfer Engine to run in the background when the computer starts, independently of the user logged to the computer (similar to service)

1. Open a command prompt and run the Task Scheduler from the command line. To open a command prompt, click Start , click All Programs , click Accessories , and then click Command Prompt . At the command prompt, type Taskschd.msc. Alternatively type Taskschd.msc in the windows search for the programs and files window and select the found program.  
1. In the left window, on “Task Scheduler Library”, with the right mouse button click, select from the context menu “New Folder…” and give it a name e.g. “JPK”
1. On the “JPK” Folder from the context menu select “Create basic task…”
2. Give it a meaningful name and description 
2. Trigger “When the computer starts”
2. Action “Start a program” - Path (to the jpk-transfer-engine\start.bat); “Start in:  - (path to jpk-transfer-engine)
2. Finish (Check the Open the properties Panel when … )
2. Task Properties:
4. General tab: Check Run, whether the user is logged or not
4. General tab: Check Run with highest privileges
4. Conditions tab: Uncheck Start the task only if the computer is on AC power
4. Conditions tab: Check Wake this computer to run this task
4. Settings tab: Check Run task as soon as possible after the scheduled start is missed
4. Settings tab: Check If the task fails, restart every
4. Settings tab: Uncheck Stop the tasks if it runs longer that
After saving the task and computer restart, the JPK Transfer Engine should run in the background independent whether any user is logged or not.
